	To learn and understand the basic technical and aesthetic functions of shutter speed in controlling motion


	You must be able to demonstrate a working knowledge of Shutter as controller of motion through the successful completion of the exercises listed below.


Summary of Tasks

	Students will work in groups for this assignment.

After meeting in class to discuss the specifics of Motion, we will head to Malostranske Namesti (or somewhere else close by) in order to complete this assignment.

The Assignment will take place in 3 parts in order to fully understand not only motion, but in order to understand the relationship between motion and shutter speed settings..

The Set Up:
This assignment will require you to compose 3 different scenarios to photograph (you will take 2 different shots of). 

SCENARIO 1: (Shots 1 and 2 ) You will use scenario1 to demonstrate how shutter speed functions in freezing or stopping motion as described in class. You will use either shutter priority or a manual setting in order to demonstrate this effect.  Pick two different moving objects for this part in order to capture things that move at different speeds. Record your ISO, Aperture, and Shutter settings in order to include on your blog later.

SCENARIO 2: (Shots 3 and 4 ) You will use scenario1 to demonstrate how shutter speed functions in blurring motion as described in class. You will use either shutter priority or a manual setting in order to demonstrate this effect.  Pick two different moving objects for this part in order to capture things that move at different speeds. Record your ISO, Aperture, and Shutter settings in order to include on your blog later.

SCENARIO 3: (Shots 5 and 6 ) You will use scenario 3 to demonstrate how shutter speed functions in panning motion as described in class. You will use either shutter priority or a manual setting in order to demonstrate this effect.  Pick two different moving objects for this part in order to capture things that move at different speeds. Record your ISO, Aperture, and Shutter settings in order to include on your blog later.

* Remember, if you are using Manual mode, you must also adjust the aperture in order to get the correct exposure!!!!  (If you are shooting in Shutter priority mode, the camera will automatically adjust the shutter speed for you)

Students will be assessed on:

The completeness of each part of the assignment included and the quality of work put into them. 

In addition, timeliness and organization in project submission is expected.  Failure to present work on the agreed date will result in some penalties.
